Room 1

Friday, Jan. 30, 2009

Reward for good behavior: Write name on the happy face side of the whiteboard. Feel free to be generous!

Bad behavior: Student sits in the “thinking spot” (yellow square of tape on the east end of room 1); next, write student’s name on the sad face side of the whiteboard (rare).

School begins at 10:45 in room 29. You supervise snack outside at 11:35. The rest of the day is in room 1.

All your supplies are in an orange tray that’s on top of the yellow rolly cart next to my desk in room 1. To get students’ attention, ring a bell. Hands go on their heads, they freeze and look at you.
	Before 10:45
	Make sure you have the red folder in the office in my box (labeled “Selak 1”). (If it’s not there, ask Sandy to check Regina(nurse)’s office.) Review sub plans (that’s this paper). Eat, drink, and use restroom if needed—this is your only chance until students leave at 2:15. Take the orange supply tray off the yellow rolly cart; leave it next to your chair at room 29.

	10:45
	Open room 29 door. Leave door open—there’s string on the handrail that makes it stay open. Greet students at the door. Procedure: say hi to the teacher, get nametag, put backpack away, quietly read book at a table.

	10:55
	Ring bell (right edge of whiteboard). Students put hands on head and look at you. Slowly and happily, say, “Quietly push in your chairs, put you books away, and join me on the yellow tape.” Put 2 students’ names on the happy face side of the whiteboard. Make it a big deal!

	10:57
	Take attendance: Read students’ first names. They will say, “I’m here.” In the red folder: absent student = “I”; tardy student = “T”. Place red folder back in yellow rolly cart (this goes to the office at the end of the day).

	11:02
	Lunch count. Review procedure with students: “When I call your name, you will say:

‘I have a snack.’

‘I need a snack with chocolate milk.’

‘I need a snack with white milk.’”

Keep track of students’ choices by placing their lunch cards in 3 piles. Choose 2 quiet students: one puts the leftover cards that are clothespined together on top of the shelf by the door; the other student takes the lunch count envelope. Together, they walk the yellow rolly cart just outside the door. Next, call the head chef at the cafeteria at 135. Say, “Hi, this is room 29. We have x lunches, and x with chocolate milk.”

	11:10
	Flag salute. Pick one great student to hold the flag (with 2 hands). Walk around and make sure everyone’s using the right hand. Slowly say it together.

	11:15
	Calendar. In the yellow tub (directly below the calendar), take out today’s date. Grab the giant pencil, and say the pattern from the last 6 six days together slowly. Then, place the dates on the board. Say the month together. Say the year together. Talk about the day of the week, both on the calendar and on the Days of the Week poster. Move the cartoon pencil to today’s day of the week. Then, sing The Days of the Week together slowly. Yes, sing.

	11:17ish
	FYI: a lady from the cafeteria will come by and place the snacks you ordered into the yellow rolly cart outside. As you see her approach, remind students to keep their eyes on you. At your convenience, move the yellow rolly cart inside.

	11:22ish
	Read Aloud. Read The First Snowfall. Have them visualize the story, and imagine what it would be like to live where you walk through snow to get to school, etc.

	11:25
	Magnetic? Pick up the magnet (on the small table to your right under the calendar). Ask them to think… are my keys magnetic? Ask them for thumbs up/down for yes/no. Then, try to pick up your keys with the magnet.

	11:27
	LiPS. Roll over the rainbow pocket chart. Review the sounds (left to right):

Take 7 cards off the chart. Pass them to quiet students & ask them to put them back on the pocket chart correctly. Every else is “the teacher” and makes sure they do it correctly.

	11:32-12:00
	Snack & Recess (that YOU are monitoring). Sorry, you don’t get a break. Remind them that you excuse quiet students first (they always get quiet for that). 1) Ask students that have a snack in their backpack to quietly stand up, get their backpack, and line up.  2) Ask students that need a snack with chocolate milk to quietly stand up, get a snack from you, get their backpack, and line up. Quickly check the bags for milk, and pass them out. 3) Ask students that need a snack with white milk to quietly stand up, get a snack from you, get their backpack, and line up. Quickly double-check the bags for milk, and pass them out.

Grab the yellow rolly cart, these lesson plans, and the orange supply tray.

Once they are lined up, ask the first student in line to be the door holder; turn off the lights, and lead the line outside. Make sure the door holder double-checks to make sure the door is locked. Stop before you turn the corner. Tell them, “Your right foot should be in the sun; your left foot should be in the shade.” Sing the ABC song together as you walk to the benches in front of you (just outside room 28).

Help students open snacks, and talk with them. When each student is done, check to ensure everything gets thrown in the trash. Students walk to room 1 (on their own), put backpacks away, get a drink, go the bathroom, and walk to the playground. Once most students are finished eating, walk around and monitor the playground. Remind them to walk, etc.

At 11:58, open the west door of room 1, put the yellow rolly cart inside, and grab the red apple bell (hanging against the cabinet right next to the west door). Ring the bell 4-5 times. Students will freeze, put hands on their head, and look at you. When they all freeze, ask them to clean up the sand toys and line up. Their left foot should be on the blacktop, their right foot should be on the concrete. Ask students to walk in quietly and sit down on the red tape (no more drinks or bathroom).

	12:00-12:30
	Math (direct instruction). Write names on the happy face side of the board as students sit down. Mrs. Davis will come and take 4 students to work in room 29. Teach review lesson ch. 7 chapter review (see attached). This is a fun game called “Sweet & Sour Path”. Teach lesson on the rug, and model lesson on the rug. Pass out  books and and students to open the book to page 177-178. Play the game together (on the carpet spread out, or on the desks).

	12:30-1:30
	Centers. Four 5th grade students come to assist you during Center Time. Students work at one center only today. See attached schedule for groups. Here’s a quick run-down (detailed directions are at each center on the easel):

Center activities

1. writing practice

· Say Word Wall (“a says /a/”, etc.)

· Write about a big or little penguin

· When done, go to listening center, computers, blue pocket charts, or “write the wall”

2. book making

· Make a penguin book

3. math/science center

· Make a stuffed penguin

· if time, magnetic shapes

4. painting/playhouse

· playhouse time until called to paint a penguin

Walk around and supervise groups. If everyone is on task, ring the bell and call the yellow group: Kimberly, Diego D., Ashanti, Linda, & Victoria. Materials are in a green tub on the east kidney table.

Check in the homework. Students will take out items from their reading bags; draw a star for each parent’s initial you see. If they did something for homework in the reading bag, give them a sticker (in brown “treasure chest”). 

Ask students to pick one book from their reading bags. Have them read the book for you. Make sure fingers are tracking under each word. Next, read Lunch together. Don’t let them jump ahead!
If time, call the green group (Brenda, Anthony, Joe), then the blue (Allen, Diego R., Sarai). Spend 10-15 minutes together. If you need to supervise, don’t call over students for your reading groups.

	1:30
	Regroup on carpet. Ask quiet students to bring you their math book and sit quietly on the carpet.

	1:30
	Read Penguin Book. It’s located in the purple tray (from your yellow rolly cart). Be animated, have fun, etc. Ask students to make predictions about what will happen next.

	1:38
	Language Arts. Practice book 141-142. Write the word “and.” Review the word “and”. Ask them to say a sentence for you with the word “and” in it. Pass out worksheets from the orange folder: call students one at a time to sit at a desk. Plug in the projector, pull down the screen (there’s a hook if it won’t stay down), and make sure everyone is looking at you. Together, complete the worksheet. Walk around and make sure everyone is working; help as needed. Finish the front side together. Turn the paper over, and repeat for the back side. Unplug projector (they easily trip).

	2:04
	Regroup on carpet. Ask quiet students (one at a time) to sit quietly on the carpet. If time, read p.24 from Higgilty Piggilty, or p.25. It’s a big book on the easel (in front of room 1 where students sit).

	2:05-2:15
	Quiet Clean Up. From the carpet/red tape:

1) Collect nametags.

2) Dismiss 3 students at a time to get backpacks.

3) Next, dismiss 3 students at a time to get cubbies. You need to walk them and make sure they get the correct cubbie work.

4) Work from cubbies goes inside backpacks. Help as needed.

5) Ask them to think about what they learned today. Ask them to raise their hands if they want to share.

	2:15
	Open the west door, and wave at the parents. They come in to pick up students. Sean (a 5th grader) picks up Ashanti, Sarai, and Joe for the bus.

	After school
	Please bring in the following from outside:

Easel, basketballs & hoop, welcome wooded sign

Please place chairs on top of tables, and empty small trash cans into the large outside trash can.


“Choosing activities” is always a treat for the students (playing with the blue tubs).
